City’s Childcare Program Receives Grant
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As the end of summer nears, it is important to remind our community 
about school safety and being extra careful out on our roads.

First and foremost, we ask that drivers please watch for pedestrians and 
bicyclists at all times. Be patient and attentive and obey speed limits. It is 
very important to watch for children especially around school zones. Never 
pass vehicles stopped at a crosswalk. They are stopped to allow pedestrians 
to cross the street.

Parents, plan your child’s route to school or the bus stop ahead of 
time and walk with them to practice before school starts. Select a direct 
route with minimal street crossings. Whether they walk, bike or ride 
the bus, teach your children to obey traffic signals, signs, and traffic 
officers. Make sure your kids can be seen by ensuring they wear bright/
light colors and/or reflective materials. Always walk on a sidewalk or 
walk facing traffic. Teach kids to try to make eye contact with drivers 
and never to assume vehicles will stop. In addition, teach them to obey 
traffic signals and use push buttons for WALK/DON’T WALK signs. 

Bicyclists, please follow the “Rules of The Road” and ride with traffic. 
Ride in a straight line and not in and out of traffic, and use hand signals 
when turning or stopping. And don’t forget to wear your helmet! 
Speaking of the “Rules of The Road,” have you read them lately?

It’s up to each driver to stay informed about the “Rules of the Road.” 

How long has it been since you’ve read the Driver Guide? When 
our patrol officers make a traffic stop and explain why they stopped 
someone, they frequently hear “I didn’t know that.” Please review the 
Rules of the Road online at www.dol.wa.gov/driverslicense/guide.html. 

The city works hard to help make the community safer. We now 
have eight crosswalks with Rectangular Rapid Flashing Beacons 
(RRFBs). The first ones were installed by Premera on 216th Street SW 
by 68th Avenue W. The city installed two additional RRFBs this year 
with funding from a Traffic Safety grant. RRFBs were also installed at 
two crosswalks as part of the Lakeview Trail project (pictured above). 
Pedestrians need to push the button to activate these lights and you still 
need to watch for cars to stop before crossing.

The city has School Zone Flashing Beacons by two of our elementary 
schools with signs stating the speed limit is 20 mph when the lights are 
flashing. Our other schools have a 20 mph speed limit when children 
are present. Usually this means slowing from 25 mph to 20 mph, but 
in front of Mountlake Terrace High School, it requires slowing from 
30 mph to 20 mph. This is a significant change in speed, but very 
important and only for short times during the day.

Whether you are walking, driving, or peddling, please do your part 
to keep Mountlake Terrace a safe community!
